this is based from the record presented by the DOH regional office, Dengue & Malaria Prevention and 
Control Program Manager. Digos Ci~ has been identified as one of the high-risk cities in region XI for 
Dengue. In the entire region Xi, scho61 age children have the highest percentage of recorded number of 
hospital admissions for Dengue dses. Various schemes of preventive interventions have been 
implemented nationwide because ofl its high potential to cause public health threat of outbreak, and 
likewise cause deaths due to complications.
