There will be 20 questions that must be answered by the contestants
within the allotted time. Three (3) contestants with highest final score
will be declared as winners for the event.

Poster and Slogan Making Guidelines:

Participants shall use a 1/2 Illustration board as canvass and may
use ANY of the following basic drawing and coloring materials: crayons,
oil pastels, coloring pencils, watercolors, poster paints and markers.

The artwork shall follow a PORTRAIT orientation and shall not bear
any mark or text identifying the owner of the artwork. The TWG will
give a corresponding entry number for each artwork upon submission.
Entries must be submitted to the Division Youth Formation
Coordinator in the Division Office not later than 10:00 AM on June 3,
2021.

Entries will be judged using the criteria below:

Relevance to the theme — 40%

Creativity and originality — 30%

Overall presentation — 20%

Online reactions - “like” and “heart” - 10%
