5.      Conduct   of  Oversight   Monitoring   and   Evaluation   process   of  the
implementation  of the  Division  Leaning Camp  by the  SGOD  Education  Program
Supervisor;

6.  Analysis  of  data  and  recommendation  of  possible  research  topics  for
succeeding  implementation  of the  Division  Ifarning  Camp  by  the  Planning  and
Research Unit;
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7.  Partnership  engagements  for  mobili2ration  of volunteer  para-teachers  to
assist schools by the Social Mobilization and Networking Unit. Engagement with the
Parents Teachers' Association to ensure support from stakeholders.

SGOD  teams  shall  endeavor  to  visit  and  cover  all  public  elementary  and
secondary schools during the entire duration of the I,earning Camp. When needed,
preferential attention shall be given to priority schools for support.
