Teachers’ Day Coordinating Council (NTDCC) and the National Teachers’ Month
Coordinating Council (NTMCC), will celebrate the National Teachers’ Month (NTM) from
September 5 to October 5, 2025, with October 5, 2025 as the National Teachers’ Day
(NTD) and World Teachers’ Day (WTD).
